This guideline of skills will be used in the KDO Prekindergarten classroom to provide a foundation that will guide your child’s learning in preparation for the Kindergarten classroom. Our goal is to provide guidance spiritually, academically, socially, and emotionally through classroom experiences. 

Spiritual Growth
